We have a saddle advertised and had this person contact us wanting to buy the saddle always insisting that we open a 

Pay Pal account and he would deposit the money. The alarm bells started with the phrasing of his emails and  his 

refusal to give you any details of where he is, who will pick it up and using the words ñMy Agent will organize de-

liveryò. He is always out of the country at the time and never  haggles about the price ( unusual for a horse person). 

So far I am aware of 3 different emails from this person requesting various items related to horses  always insisting 

on Pay Pal.  

 

While Pay Pal is a relatively safe way of payment and he canôt access your account he is only interested in telling 

you the payment has been put in to your account with a very believable Pay Pal receipt of payment and then sending 

you an emails stating that there was a problem with the agent and the seller needed to add around $100 - $200 extra 

for shipping in to a Western Union account. YES people must do it. This scam is normally used for selling motor 

vehicles on line so the freight cost is dearer. Remember the buyer does not wont the item he is only interested in how 

much freight cost you are prepared to give him.  

 

The email has been tracked to South Africa and the email uses the same format nearly every time. Using mostly 

GMAIL just changing the name. Pay Pal , All classifieds  and AFP have been sent all corresponds from this not so 

bright Scammer.
