• Junior Tests: 

o Rider must be under 17yrs at time of entry. 

o Juniors may compete in Freestyle events. 

• No telephone entries will be accepted. 

• Scratchings are accepted up until 8pm on the day entries close.  No refund will be made after this date. 

• No rider is to decide for themselves to take the place of a scratched entry; however a move-up system will be in 

place at competitions. 

• Ribbons will be awarded 1st

 to 3

rd
 and one in four starters thereafter. 

• Prize money will be awarded to all Official Classes to 3
rd

• While riding on the grounds an Australian Approved Helmet and correct riding boots must be worn. 

• Club shirts maybe worn in Associate events.   

• Junior riders may wear their Pony Club uniforms in Associate events. 

• Top hats are only permitted to be worn in competition arena and in the warmand in the warmand in the warmand in the warm----up immediately prior to the test.up immediately prior to the test.up immediately prior to the test.up immediately prior to the test.  

In all other cases approved helmets must be used for warm-up.
