SDC ANNUAL POINT SCORE RULES 2009

Both rider and owner of rider's horse entered for the annual pointscore must be current financial members of SDC.
The rider must have joined as a “riding member” to be awarded points in the annual pointscore. Member’s horses are
to be nominated on membership forms and updated with the SDC Secretary if any changes occur through the year.

Points are awarded from date of “riding membership”.

Horses may win at more than one level. (Preliminary to FEI level) However, after having won at a certain level they will
no longer be eligible to compete for points at that same level (excluding FEI).

A horse that has won at a certain level, and is sold to a new owner, may be considered by the SDC committee as
eligible to gain points in the annual pointscore again at that level with the new owner.

Preparatory tests are only eligible for points with Junior riders.

Entrants must compete at a minimum of 50% of SDC competitions, at any level, held over the competition year.
Competitions where no points are gained will still count towards the 50% attendance for the pointscore for the riding
member, provided the horse is a nominated member’s horse.

Points for each level, classification and trophy are as follows 1st - 6, 2nd - 5, 3rd - 4, 4th - 3, 5th — 2, 6" - 1.
Points are awarded, as above, on the TWO best placings at each level (for Prelim to FEI) at any one competition and
in each classification (ie Young Rider, Junior Rider etc).

In the event of equal placings in any test at a Competition (other than the Annual SDC Championships), the two equal
place getters will be allocated equal points as per the place gained. Eg. Two equal first places will gain 6 points each
and the next place will be third with 4 points. Annual SDC Championships will have count backs if equal scores occur
between riders in any test.

In the event of a tie at the end of the year, the horse with highest average percentage for the year will be the winner.

PRELIMINARY to FEI Level - Horses must obtain at least 55% of possible marks to be eligible for points. The horse
can have more than one rider over the year. Points are allocated to the horse, not the rider.

HORSE AND RIDER OF THE YEAR - Determined on a points basis, as in the club pointscore above. Points may be
accumulated over unlimited levels during the year. Only the two highest placings over 55% at each Competition (any
level) will be counted.

YOUNG RIDER (24 years and under, riding in Open classes). Riders must obtain at least 55% of total possible marks
to be eligible for points. The highest placed Young Rider in each test will earn first place points even if they have not
won or placed in the open class. The next highest placed Young Rider in that test will receive points for second place,
etc. Points as indicated above. Riders must nominate on membership form to be eligible. If more than one horse is

ridden, points will be taken for each horse/rider combination and not added together.

YOUNG RIDERS are also entered in the annual membership pointscore, at the level ridden, if points are gained.

JUNIOR RIDERS (Under 17 years, riding in junior classes) - There is no minimum percentage for Junior riders to be
eligible for points. Points as indicated above. Preparatory tests will be included. Where a rider has more than one
horse, points are taken for each horse/rider combination and not added together.

JUNIORS will accrue junior points from riding in Open Associate and Open Official classes if junior classes
are not scheduled at that level. The points awarded will be those gained from their placing 1stto 5" (6 points to 2
points) in the ridden test. i.e. if the Junior rider places 4w (3 points) in the Open class then they will be awarded 3
points to their Junior pointscore. Over 55% rule does not apply to juniors in these classes.
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MAURICE BRUCE PERPETUAL TROPHY FOR THE BEST MALE RIDER

Open to male riders of any age or level (except Preparatory). Riders must obtain at least 55% of total possible marks,
be a “riding member” of the club and be riding a member’s horse to be eligible for points. The highest placed Male
Rider in each test will earn points, as above, even if they have not won or placed in the open class.

The next highest placed Male Rider in that test will receive points for second place, etc. Where a rider has more than
one horse, points are taken for each horse/rider combination and not added together.

VETERAN HORSE - For horses 15yrs and over. Veteran Horse must obtain at least 55% of total possible marks to
be eligible for points. The highest placed Veteran Horse in each test will earn first place points even if they have not
won or placed in the open class. The next highest placed Veteran Horse in that test will receive points for second
place, etc. Points as indicated above. Riders must nominate Veteran Horse on membership form for horse to be
eligible. This award cannot be won in two consecutive years. eg. The 2007 winner will not be eligible in 2008, but will
be eligible the year after. SPONSORED BY Gayle Loose.

PONY OF THE YEAR - For ponies under 149cm (with shoes or 148cm without). Ponies must obtain at least 55% of
total possible marks in any test entered to be eligible for points. The highest placed pony in each test will earn first
place member points even if they have not won or placed in the open class. The next highest placed pony in that test
will receive points for second place, etc. Points as indicated above. Riders must nominate Pony on membership form
for horse to be eligible. PLEASE NOTE: at present there is no award for runner-up Pony of the Year.

Specified Pony Classes — points only accrued for pony pointscore, not included in specified level as well.

MERIT AWARDS

Members attendance to be 50% of SDC competitions with nominated member’s horse/s.
Gold: 3 tests 65% or over, over a minimum of 2 competitions.

Silver: 3 tests over 60% or over, over a minimum of 2 competitions.

Bronze: 3 tests 55% or over, over a minimum of 2 competitions.

ADDITIONAL THINGS TO NOTE

HC If a rider declares HC in an Official test, then not only are no Official points awarded, but also no points are
awarded towards the annual members pointscore, as this may change the pointscore of the riders places awarded in
the test at the Competition.

ELIMINATION OF HORSE AT COMP BY JUDGE OR GROUND JURY DUE TO LAMENESS / ILLNESS
If a horse is eliminated during a test by a Judge due to lameness/illness then that horse is eliminated from all
competitions for the remainder of the day. No points will be awarded from that test onwards.

EFA DRESSAGE RULE BOOK - Section 3.17 Page 35.
UNAUTHORISED CHANGE OF RIDER

If a change of rider occurs during the day and has not been approved by the Organising Committee, then by EFA
DRESSAGE RULE BOOK, Section 1.8, Page 12, the ride is disallowed and hence no points accrued.
